In accordance with the powers vested in me by the resolution of the employer of this company, and in terms of Section 3.1 (a) of the Mine Health and Safety Act (Act No. 29 of 1996), you are hereby authorised to operate, clean in the vicinity of or maintain conveyor belt systems or machinery in terms of Chapter 8 of the MHSA, (Machinery and Equipment) specifically Sub Section 8.8 (3) (a), (c), (d) and (e) and Sub Section 8.9 – 1 (i).
This appointment is subject to the following conditions and you should take note of the safety precautions stipulated in the MHSA of which paragraphs are noted below:

Sub Section 8.8:-

(a) Only persons authorized by the employer to do so, start operate and maintain any machine where such starting, operation or maintenance may pose a significant risk to any person.

(c)
Only persons authorised by the employer to do so enter any area where machinery is operated, where such operation may pose a significant risk to any person.

(d)
Machinery is only operated if all installed safety devices are operational and functional.

(e)
Persons in close proximity to moving parts of machinery do not wear or are not permitted to wear clothing or anything else that can be caught in such moving parts.

Sub Section 8.9:- (Conveyor Belts)
Every Employer must, as far as reasonably practicable, ensure that:

(a) A conveyor belt installation is not cleaned when any of its parts are in motion.

(b) The power supply of a stationary conveyor belt installation is locked-out during repairs, maintenance, routine cleaning and cleaning of spillage.

(i)
Only persons authorised to do so by the employer operate, maintain, clean and repair a conveyor belt installation;

You agree that you were made aware of the dangers associated with operating near moving parts of machinery and the duties referring to operating, maintaining and cleaning of Conveyor belts or machinery.
